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COMMUNIQUE ON THE INTERNATIONAL RENEWABLE ENERGY CONFERENCE AND
WORKSHOPS HELD AT ROCKVIEW HOTEL ROYALE, ABUJA, OCTOBER 7TH — 9TH OCTOBER,
2008.

INTRODUCTION

The International Renewable Energy Conference (IREC 2008) was held from 7th — 9th October at the
Zuma Hall, Rockview Hotel Royale, Abuja. The theme of the conference this year is “Exploiting
Renewable Energy Opportunities in Africa”. The issues for consideration of the theme of the Third
International Renewable Energy Conference are as follows:-

1. That in the recent past, energy crises, adverse climate impacts and the intractable poverty
among most African countries have indicated the need to review conventional energy options
used in countries with greater deployment of renewable energy in the pursuit of sustainable
development

2. The primary challenge of rural energy supply is to provide energy for increasing economic
activities such as agricultural production and marketing, health improvement, education,
security, information and communication.

3. Africa is endowed with sufficient renewable resources to meet its present and future needs.

4. Furthermore, affordable Renewable Energy Technologies (RETs) which are also environment
friendly are now widely available for improving electricity generation and distribution.

5. Opportunity for microfinance banks and similar institutions are now available to help remove
the constraints which has for so long hindered the wide use of RETs in the implementation of
low-cost and low-risk electricity supply to rural communities.

The Conference was attended by Federal and State Ministries, Academia, Private Industries, Banks, Local
and International Companies, and the Press representing about 250 participants.

OPENINING OF THE CONFERENCE

The Conference was declared opened by the representative of the Honourable Minister of State for
Energy (Power), Mallam Sanusi Garba.

In his opening remarks, he mentioned that Nigeria is in the procurement process phase of the first wind
farm with a capacity of 10MW. The project is expected to be concessioned on completion.The idea is to
expand the wind farm capacity to about 50MW which he said will be replicated in other viable locations
across the country.

He also spoke about the National Energy Master Plan, the 10-year Renewable Energy Action Plan and
the recently concluded Japan International Coporation Agency, JICA report on the utilization of Solar
Energy which is expected to be useful documents in implementing Renewable Energy Projects.

Mallam Sanusi Garba, representing the Minister of State for Energy (Power) stated that the
government’s preference for these projects is based mainly on innovative Public Private Partnerships.

The Honourable Minister Representative in his speech stated that, “the sector regulator, NERC, has
already initiated plans on modalities to accommodate the renewable energy electricity in the tariff



regime for grid connection”. This implies that potential investors in Renewable Energy Industry in
Nigeria can begin to set the ball rolling. Accordingly, the Federal Government is expected to meet with
National Assembly in enacting the necessary legislation for power generated from renewable energy
sources.

In a goodwill message from the House Committee Chairman on Power, Hon. Godwin Elumelu read by
the Clerk to the Committee, acknowledged the state of backwardness of Africa in terms of Infrastructure
especially on energy. Hon. Elumelu confirmed progress on the governments’ effort on grid-connected
10MW wind farm in Katsina state and pilot scale solar projects by Energy Commission of Nigeria in
selected areas of Kano and Kaduna state.

He further encouraged that the conference should be used as platform to work out technical
competences within reach and map out realistic plans and techniques to actualize viable solutions to the
power crisis in the country and put the economy of the country among the 20 largest economies in the
world.

WELCOME SPEECH

Professor AMA Imevbore, Chairman Conference Organizing Committee, in his welcome remarks
emphasized the need to explore renewable energy resources as viable option to transform the lives of
rural and semi-urban dwellers in Nigeria and Africa.

CONFERENCE PROCESS

The Conference was marked by five important events;

1. REEFA Award: IREC 2008 for the first time introduced the Renewable Energy and Energy
Efficiency Award in recognition and appreciation of individual and corporate organizations for
their contribution towards the development of RE in Nigeria. The two distinguished personalities
that were presented with the REEFA plaque during the opening ceremony were; Prof. A.S Sambo
of Energy Commission of Nigeria and Lincoln Dahl of African Energy, U.S.A.

2. Forum: There are four sub-themes in the forum. They are finance and investment, renewable
energy for rural development, waste to wealth and sustainable building. The speakers for this
forums where drawn from Africa, Europe, Asia and North America.

3. Workshops: The Conference had workshops on Renewable Energy Technologies; Solar PV
Beginners and Advance class, Solar Water Pumping Systems, Small Hydro Power and
Biomass/Biofuels with an average of 15 participants in each class.

4. Exhibition: There were exhibitions on renewable energy by various indigenous companies and
offshore companies which include the African Energy Group, USA; Sharp Corporation,
Singapore; First Climate, Switzerland; Pamtronics, Jos; Resort Savings and Loans, Abuja; Rubitec
Nigeria Limited, Lagos; Roy Solar, China; Solarmate Engineering etc

5. Stakeholders Cooperative Forum: Participants during this forum proffer suggestions and action
plan on how to move the RE forward in Nigeria

PLENARY AND KEYNOTE ADDRESSES

Key note addresses were given during the plenary session by various stakeholders in the Industry. There
are three lead key notes presented during the conference; two were presented during the Finance and
Investment Forum while the other was presented at the Renewable Energy for Rural Development
Forum.



The three papers are as follows:
e Finance and Investment Forum
o Dr M. S Islam: Financing Renewable Energy Technology with Special Reference to
Grameen Shakti Programmes.
o DrKleine: Renewable Energy Regulation and Implementation: The German Experience.

e Renewable Energy for Rural Development Forum
o Prof. Anumakonda Jagadeesh: Renewable Energy for Rural Development

The plenary session on financing Renewable Energy Technology discussed the mechanisms for funding
RETs projects in Nigeria. It reviewed the experience of Grameen Shakti in Bangladesh in providing funds
for small and medium scale RETS through microfinance banks, the proposals of Citiserve Microfinance
Bank for financing RETs in Nigeria and the worldwide experience of First Climate Group AG, Switzerland
in Carbon Finance for micro-energy projects.

Grameen Shakti had financed more than 300,000 home energy systems in rural areas of Bangladesh
through low interest (6%) loan, with recoverable rates of 99%.

First Climate has also supported many projects through the Certified Emission Rates (CERs) or Carbon
Credit Funds. First Climate is in a position to help identify projects that qualify for carbon credits in
Africa especially in Nigeria and also link prospective candidates with industries in the West that are
ready to pay for CERs.

Participants identified capacity building for developing projects that qualify for Clean Development
Mechanism (CDM) funding as the greatest barrier to Nigeria’s utilization of carbon funds. This is the
major reason Nigeria has not buy into carbon credits. Other issues on CDM agreed are;

- That the completion of bankable projects from Nigeria will go a long way in ensuring that Nigeria
takes its own share of GEF and carbon credits funds.

- It was recommended that Nigeria should concentrate on building the capacity for developing
CDM projects business plans that meet the criteria for qualification for these funds.

- Nigeria should also strengthen its climate change unit/commission to be able to help
prospective investors in meeting these criteria, so that we can replicate most of these projects
in Nigeria.

- Microfinance banks in Nigeria were also encouraged to go into the new area of funding RETs
portfolios and go out of their ways to encourage investors to think Renewable Energy.

About 25 technical papers were presented all together during the conference at various sessions and on
variety of topics.

The key issues from the conference are:
e Awareness Raising/Advocacy
e Micro-finance
e Specialized Commission on Renewable Energy (RE)
e Training — establishing partnership

The need to establish an African Fund for Biofuels. Potential source of the fund could be windfall
from oil revenue.
There is the need for a strong political will and there may be the need for the establishment of a
technical committee etc.
There is the need to make RETs accessible to the whole markets i.e. rural population and this
should take the following into consideration

o It should be private sector driven

o It should involve awareness creation

o As well as microfinance

o Community mobilization
A system approach to the promotion of RETs should be adopted. Biogas (not necessary Biofuels)
is the most sustainable option for promoting RETSs.
RE should be integrated into the curriculum of universities and polytechnics. Where expertise
does not exist, partnerships should be formed with established institutions in Europe as well as
Africa and other developing countries such as South Africa and India.
Development control units must insist that certain types of buildings should be powered by
alternative energy technologies
Government should set aside annual budget for alternative energy
Professional bodies should also consider the use of alternative energy in their project
assessments.
The possibility of ensuring that a percentage (say 10%) of N500 billion packages designated for
energy for the 2008-2009 fiscal year should be earmarked for promoting RE in remote rural
areas.
The role of government is extremely crucial in the promotion of RETs
There is need for a renewable energy database to provide a one-stop information clearing house
for private sectors.
There is the need to set up pressure groups that will lobby government to adopt RE in the
energy mix. The pressure group could also be used to raise awareness on RETSs.
The employment/wealth creation/environmental benefits associated with Biofuels should be
highlighted and trumpeted.
Media education is crucial to awareness creation.
There is the need to encourage academic debate based on facts not emotions ( on biofuels)
Parts of educational trust fund should be used to promote Research and Development in RE.
Reports on state-by state RE activities should be prepared to give insight on what is going on in
all the other states.
Comparative cost analysis of RE versus fossils fuels should be done to help inform policies
Capacity building at all levels should be carried out.
Promotion of RE must highlight both advantages and disadvantages to help manage
expectation.
There is need for enforceable standards to help ensure that sub-standard RE
appliances/accessories are eliminated or avoided.

There is the need for the government of Ghana to publicize and promote Nigeria as a stable and
viable destination for investors. Government should take advantage of international
conferences to promote Nigeria as the investment destination in West Africa.

Ensure that utilities company such Power Holding Company of Nigeria (PHCN) are represented
at subsequent conferences

The German Renewable Energy Law is recommended as the best example of RE law that could
be adopted by countries. Similarly, the Grameen Shakti micro-financing model is also
recommended.

The standard organization Nigeria should be sensitized to be up and doing in ensuring that
standard RE appliances and accessories are brought into the country.

RECOMMENDATIONS

1.

To urge our societies in different countries of Africa to ensure major responsibility of harnessing
the enormous renewable energy potentials in efforts to promote sustainable development and
the reduction of poverty.
Urge the private sector and our community leaders to boldly address the issues of promoting
electricity availability, energy affordability, energy efficiency and conservation through the use
of environmentally sound renewable energy technologies which are widely available.
Pledge to mount and sustain a campaign to facilitate the reliance on the use of RETs in the
pursuit of sustainlable development through the use of demonstration projects in rural
communities.
Agree and immediately begin this campaign by establishing a broad based committee to win
pilot projects which will pay particular attention to the following:
a. Broadening the energy options available in rural committees by promoting the use of
alternative energy sources to fuel wood
b. Developing the capability to utilize solar energy
c. Promoting the use of biomass (agricultural and other types of wastes) and biogas as
alternative energy sources and
Harnessing where applicable the mini and micro hydropower and or wind for development.
All the above to attract investment for the provision of electricity and the stimulation of
rural industrial growth.
The committee shall prepare projects-including defining selection criteria for their sitting,
institutional arrangements and strengthen community participation and arrangements and
foster partnerships in their implementation.

Financing
Formulate a micro-finance group consisting of investors, banks and other financial institutions which
will provide the funds for purchasing RE systems that less affluent people can obtain.

Technology/Technical
Formulate a group that will encourage the use of sustainable design in new house building

Promotion & Dissemination
Form a group that will spear head the marketing of reliable RE systems e.g Solar Lamps, panels etc
to the micro market (less affluent people)
